2.  KIN Tablet can’t connect Wi-Fi
® Make sure the wireless router of internet service can work in normal.

® Ensure the user name and password both correct.

3.  KIN Tablet feels hot

When many application procedures are used in meanwhile, or the brightness of
screen open to the lightest or under charging, KIN Tablet may feel fever.
