HTC One (m8) mini has these storage types:

Phone This storage combines both the internal storage, where apps, email, data,
storage and text messages are stored, and the file storage, where photos, videos,
and music files are kept.

If you are running out of phene storage, see Making more storage space
on page 98 for some tips on how to free up space.

Storage Use a storage card for storing more files. You can also set apps such as
card Camera to store dirgctly‘to the card.

USB When you plug in an external USB storage device (such as a USB flash

storage drive or an/SD card reader), you can view photos and videos stored on
the deviceright from Gallery and play songs stored on the device in
Musi¢. You cansalso open PDFs and edit Office documents.

You need.a special cable to connect HTC One (m8) mini and @ USB
storage device. HTC One (m8) mini supports USB storage devices
(except portable hard drives) up to 64 GB.

You can copy your music, photos, and other filessto HTC One (m8) mini.

Save and close your files before copying them.from your computer to HTC One
(M8) mini, or vice versa.

1. Connect HTC One (m8) mini to the computer using the supplied USB cable.
You'll see options for viewing or importing files on the computer screen.

2. Choose to viewfiles.
3. Copy the files from your computer to HTC One (m8) mini, or vice versa.

= |fyou're only sending videos through MMS, use'a lower resolution. Hi-res video
takes up more space. In Camera settings, tap Video Quality to change the
resolution.

Back up data and files

Keep only the most recent data_in your apps and files that you often need to use. You
can back up your other data and files. For some tips, see Ways of backing up files,
data, and settings on page.105.

Disable some apps

See Disabling an app on page 164.

On the phone storage, you can encrypt data such as your accounts, settings,
downloaded apps and their data, media, and other files. Ona storage card, you can
only encrypt files.

Set a lock screen PIN or password before you start encryption. Fully charge the
battery first, or keep HTC One (Mm8) mini.connected to the power adapter during
encryption. This process may take about an hour or so.

You cannot undo encryption on.the phonestorage. If you want to return to an
unencrypted phone, you must perform a factory reset.

Once you enable storage card encryption, only new files added after encryption will
be encrypted. Files already on the card will not be encrypted. Also, storage card
encryption doesn't reformat or erase your card. Encrypted files on the storage card
can only be opened by the phone that encrypted them.

How to encrypt

1. Go to Settings, and then tap Storage.
2. Tap Phone storage encryption. Or, tap Encrypt SD card content.
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3. Tap Next.
4. Enter the lock screen PIN or password, and tap Next.

5. Tap Enable encryption.

During phone storage encryption, the phone may restart a few times. When storage
encryption is complete, enter your PIN or password.

\ If you turn off SD card encryption to stop encrypting new files, previously
encrypted files will remain encrypted. To access these files, you must enable
encryption again for your storage card.

Store your photos, documents, and other files on Google Drive to access them on
HTC One (m8) mini, your computer, and«your other'mobile devices.
