START UP

1. Press the releaze button and remove the clear cover.

2. Carafully lift off the plastic blister and unscrew and remove the vehicle.

3. To relsase the controller from the charger base turm the knob
counter-clockwise. To lock, tumn the knob clockwise (see diagram #1).

4. Unscrew and remove the battery covers on both the controller and the
charging unit. Insert 3 "AA" batterias (not includead) into the charger
unit and 3 "AAA" batteries (not included) into controller unit. Then replace
the battery covers and tighten the screws (see diagrams #2 & #3).
