B. Bluetooth Remote Control

2. Place the remote contral clost to the projector, press and hold the "LEFT" and "RIGHT"
on the remote control until indicator light flashes quickly and show up "BT- Remote Control”
and choose "BT-Remote Control”, enter OK button.

3. After being connected, the operation of the remote control will be more sensitive and the
coverage will be wider.
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Two Working Modes of Remote:

1. The Bluetooth control: rare in the market, once connect the remote control to the projector
via Bluetooth, it's no longer limited by the sensing areq, which is more sensitive and convenient
to use. (Recommeand)

2. Common IR sensing: need to point at the IR window of the projector and operate within the
IR sansing range.

Ceiling Installation

How to Mount a Projector on the Ceiling?

Mounting a projector on the ceiling Is a great way to make your home theater or presentation
space look professional ond save valuable floor spoce. Follow these steps to mount your
projector securaly.

L Mount o, SCrawdriver
2. kit Ladder or step ladder 6. Tape measure

4. Wrench or Allen wrench (depending on the mount)

Note: None of the above tools are included in the accesscries, and you need to purchase a
celling mounting bracket separately.

Step ): Determine the position of your projector to the screen

Position your projector and screen so thot the throw distance s sufficient for your needs. The lens
should be betwean the upper third and upper half of the screen for optimal picture clarity. Mark
the position with a pencil

Note: Ensure there are no obstructions blocking the projectors beam, and thot there is an
avalloble power socket nearby.

Step 2: Attoch the mount to the projector
Flip the projector upside down and attach the mounting bracket occording to the instructions
included with the mount

Step 3: Attach the mount and projector to tha ceiling

Ensure the mounting bracket can attach along a ceiling joist, then moke marks for scraw holes
and drill preliminary holes. Use suitable screws to securely fasten the bracket 1o the ceilling.
Check that it is securely fostenad to the ceiling by trying to wiggle it around.

Step 4. Aligning the projactor
Adjust the zoom, focus, pitch, and yaw of the projector as necessary (o ensure a properly
aligned imoage with the screen.

Step 5: Connect Power
Flease plug in the power cord ta both the projector and a neartyy power outlet. Once the
connection is confirmed, turn on the projector to test the connection.

Step 6: Finol adjustrments
Make any final adjustments to the image and lock down the mount to prevent movaemeant.

By following these steps, you can create a stunning aond functional projection system.

Blurry Image?
= Manual focus to get the best image.

» The mute button on the remote was be pressed accidentally.
