Installing the Earbuds

1. With one hand, pull
the top of the ear
(that the earbud is
being placed on) away
from your head.

2. Use your other hand
to slide the earbud
over the top of the ear.
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Getting Started

Before using this device, fully charge it.
Charging instructions can be found on pg 6.

Open the charging case and take out the
earbuds and place them in your ears
following the instructions on pg 1. The
earbuds will pair to each other automatically.

Pairing

1. Go to Bluetooth® Settings on your
mobile device.

2. Turn Bluetooth® ON, on your device.

3. On your Bluetooth® device, select
“iHome XT-42” from the list of
available devices.

4. The earbud indicator light will flash

red and blue while searching for the

connection and then just blue when

connected to your device.

Using Siri or Google Assistant

On either earbud, tap the control
surface three times, in quick succession,
to activate your Al assistant.*

*The Al assistant on your device must be activated

Basic Functions

Right Earbud:
¢ Double tap the control surface to
play or pause the audio.

¢ Tap and hold one second to skip to
the next audio track.

¢ Single tap to raise the volume.

Left Earbud:
¢ Double tap the control surface to
play or pause the audio.

¢ Tap and hold one second to skip to
the previous audio track.

¢ Single tap to lower the volume.

Phone calls:

When there is an incoming call, the unit
will pause the playback and ring to alert
you of the call. Phone call functions
work the same on either of the earbuds.”

To answer an incoming call, single tap
the control button of either earbud. To
end a call, double tap the control
surface. To reject an incoming call, tap
and hold the control surface.

*Volume controls may not work during phone calls

Earbuds do not sync with each other:

1. Place the earbuds in the case, then take
out the earbuds, ensuring both earbuds are
turned on.

2. On each earbud, press and hold the
control surface for 5 seconds. The earbud
will turn off after 3 seconds.

3. Replace the earbuds in the charging case.
4. Repeat the Getting Started process.
Earbuds do not pair to device:

1. Turn the Earbuds OFF by pressing the
control surface on each earbud until you
hear a two tone sound.

2. Place the earbuds in the case. Turn your
device’s Bluetooth® OFF and then back ON.
Then, repeat the pairing process.

1. Replace the earbuds in the case.*

2. Connect the USB-C charging
cable to the charging port on the
right side of the case.

3. Plug the cable into a standard USB
5V/1A or higher power output.

When you plug the case into a power
source the charge display on the front
of the case will show the battery level.
Inside the case, there is also a numerical
value of the earbud’s batteries charge.

The charge display will show 100% when
fully the earbuds are fully charged.

4. When fully charged, unplug the
charging cable from the power
source, and from the charge case.

If you want to charge the earbuds from
the charge case internal battery, simply
replace them in the case.

*The case must have at least 20%
battery life left to fully recharge the
earbuds without USB power.

Do not use this unit for anything other than its
intended use.
