Getting to Know Your Tablet
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Knowing the Keys

Key Function

e Pressand hold to turn on or off airplane mode,
Power key restart, power off, or toggle sound and silence.

e Press to turn on/off the screen display.

Volume key e Pressorhold to turn the volume up or down.

. e Touch to return to the home screen from any
application or screen.

(Home key) e Touch and hold to use the Google Assistant.

. e Touch to view recently used apps.

(Recent apps key) |® Touch twice to switch to the most-recent app.

‘ Touch to go to the previous screen.

(Back key)

Installing the nano-SIM Card and the microSDXC™
Card (Optional)

Both the nano-SIM card and the microSDXC card can be installed or
removed while the device is turned on. You need to unmount the
microSDXC card before removing it. See Using the microSDXC Card as
Portable or Device Storage.

O WARNING!

To avoid damage to the device, do not use any other kind of SIM cards, or
any non-standard nano-SIM card cut from a SIM card. You can get a
standard nano-SIM card from your service provider.

1. Insert the tip of the tray

eject tool into the hole on
the card tray.

2. Pull out the card tray
and place the nano-SIM
card and the optional
microSDXC card on the
tray, as shown.
Carefully slide the tray
backinto place.




Charging the Battery

Your tablet’s battery should have enough power for the tablet to turn on and
find a signal. You should fully charge the battery as soon as possible.

If the battery is low, there will be a pop-up message on the screen. The
status bar at the top of the screen will show the exact battery level.

O WARNING!

Use only ZTE-approved chargers and USB Type-C cables. The use of

unapproved accessories could damage your device or cause the battery to

explode.

O WARNING!

Do not remove the back cover. The battery is not removable. Removal

may cause fire or explosion.

1. Connect the adapter to the
charging jack.

2. Connectthe chargerto a
standard AC power outlet. If
the tablet is on, you'll see a

charging icon, such as &4

or ki  appearinthe status
bar.

3. Disconnect the charger
when the battery is fully
charged.

NOTE:

If the battery is extremely low, you may be unable to power on the device
even when it is being charged. In this case, try again after charging the
device for at least 20 minutes. Contact customer service if you still cannot
power on the device after prolonged charging.

Note on Smart Battery Protection Mode

Smart Battery Protection mode automatically optimizes the charging mode
of the high-density battery in the device based on the device's usage history
in order to prolong the life of the battery.

e Device plugged in for less than 24 hours: Battery will be in active
charging mode.

e Device plugged in for 24 hours: Device will stop charging and enter
standby mode. The battery will start to slowly discharge to 50% (which
can take up to a few days depending on background processes of apps
and the system.)

e Device remains plugged in after battery has discharged to 50%: Device
will alternate between charging and standby mode, maintaining a
battery level of between 50% and 70%.

If the device charging cable is removed and plugged back in, the 24-hour
timer resets and the battery will remain in an active charging state for
another 24 hours before entering standby mode again.

Extending the Battery Life

Active applications, screen brightness levels, Bluetooth and Wi-Fi usage,
and GPS functionality can drain your battery. You can follow the helpful tips
below to conserve your battery power:

e Reduce the screen backlight time.



e Lowerthe screen brightness.
e Turn auto sync and Bluetooth off when not in use.

e Disable the GPS function when not in use. Most applications using this
function will periodically query the GPS satellites for your current
location; each query drains your battery.

e Use the power saver feature.

Powering Your Tablet On/Off

e Pressand hold the Power key to turn on your tablet.

e Toturnit off, press and hold the Power key to open the options menu.

Setting Up Your Tablet for the First Time

When you first power on your tablet after you purchase it or reset it to factory
settings (see Reset Options), you will need to set it up before using it. First
touch the language field to change the system language and touch START,
then follow the prompts to complete each step or skip to the next one.

Locking/Unlocking the Screen and Keys

Your tablet allows you to quickly lock the screen and keys (put the tablet
into sleep mode) when not in use and also to turn the screen back on and
unlock it when you need it.

Locking the Screen and Keys
To quickly turn the screen off and lock the keys, press the Power key.
NOTE:

To save battery power, the tablet automatically turns off the screen after a
certain period of time when you leave it idle. You will still be able to receive
messages and notifications while the screen is off.

Unlocking the Screen and Keys

1. Pressthe Power key to turn the screen on.

2. Swipe up onthe screen to unlock the tablet, swipe away from ) atthe
bottom right to open the Camera app, or swipe away from \!/ atthe
bottom left to use the Google Assistant. You can also double-tap a
notification to open the related app.

NOTE:
If you have set an unlock pattern, a PIN, or a password for your device (see

Protecting Your Tablet With Screen Locks), you'll need to draw the pattern or
enter the PIN/password to unlock your screen.

Using the Touch Screen

Your tablet’s touch screen lets you control actions through a variety of
touch gestures.

e Touch —When you want to type using the on-screen keyboard, select
on-screen items (such as application and settings icons), or press
on-screen buttons, simply touch them with your finger.

e Touch and Hold - To open the available options for an item (for
example, an app icon or a link in a web page), touch and hold the item.

e Swipe or Slide — To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger
vertically or horizontally across the screen.

e Drag-Todrag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before
you start to move your finger. While dragging, do not release your finger



until you have reached the target position.

e Pinch—Insome apps (such as Maps and Photos), you can zoom in and
out by placing two fingers on the screen at once and pinching them
together (to zoom out) or spreading them apart (to zoom in).

* Rotate the Screen — For most screens, you can automatically change
the screen orientation between portrait and landscape by rotating the
tablet.

2 NOTES:

e The Auto-rotate feature needs to be enabled for the screen orientation
to automatically change. From the home screen touch @ > Display
and switch on Auto-rotate screen.

e You can also access the screen rotation control by sliding down the
status bar twice and touching Auto-rotate.

Getting to Know the Home Screen

The home screen is the starting point for your device's applications,
functions, and menus. You can customize your home screen by adding
shortcut icons, folders, and more.

Extended Home Screen Panels

Your home screen is extendable, providing more space for shortcut icons,
and more. Simply swipe left or right on the main home screen to see the



extended panels. You can add or remove home screen panels, or adjust their
order.

To add a new home screen panel:

1. Touch and hold an empty area of the home screen.

2. Swipe the home screen thumbnails and touch 0

3. Touch the Back key or the Home key.

To delete a home screen panel:

1. Touch and hold an empty area of the home screen.

2. Swipe left or right to the thumbnail of the panel you want to delete.
3. Touch 2 onthe top right corner of a thumbnail.

4. Ifthe panel is not empty, touch OK.

To move a home screen panel:

1. When there are at least one extended panel, touch and hold any empty
area of the home screen. You can slide left or right to view the panel
thumbnails.

2. Touch and hold a thumbnail and drag it left or right to the place you
need.

NOTE:

Touch ﬁ at the top of a home screen thumbnail to set it as the main
home screen.

Personalizing

Changing the System Language

1. From the home screen touch @ > System > Languages & input >
Languages. The first language in the list is the system language.

2. Touch Add a language to add another language to the list.

3. Tochange the system language, touch = next to the language you
want and drag it to the top of the list.
2 NOTE:

To remove languages from the list, touch ¢ > Remove and select the
languages you want to delete.

Setting the Date and Time

1. From the home screen touch @ > System > Date & time.
2. Setthe date, time, time zone, and time format.

» To adjust the date and time automatically, touch to turn on
Automatic date & time.

» To adjust the date and time manually, touch to turn off Automatic
date & time and touch Set date / Set time to change the date and
time.

» To adjust the time zone automatically, touch to turn on Automatic
time zone.

» To adjust the time zone manually, touch to turn off Automatic time
zone and touch Select time zone to set the correct time zone.
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» To adjust the time format, touch to turn on Automatic 24-hour
format or Use 24-hour format.

Changing the Notification and Alarm Sounds

You can quickly customize the default notification sound and the default
alarm sound.

1. From the home screen touch @ > Sound > Ringtones.
2. Touch Default notification sound or Default alarm sound.

3. Scroll through the list and select the ringtone you'd like to use. In
addition to the pre-installed audio clips, you can touch Add ringtone at
the bottom of the list to select a music track or an audio record.

4. Touch OK.

Turning System Sounds On/Off
1. From the home screen touch @ > Sound > Advanced.

2. Inthe Other sounds section, touch the switch beside each option to turn
on or off screen locking sounds, charging sounds, touch sounds, or
power on sounds.

Adjusting Volumes

1. From the home screen touch @ > Sound.



2.

Drag the sliders below Notification volume, Media volume, or Alarm
volume to adjust the volume for each type of audio.

NOTE:

You can adjust the media volume by pressing the Volume key.

Switching to Silent Mode

You can set the tablet to silent mode by using one of the following methods.

Press the Volume key. On the right side of the screen, touch Q to
switch to silent mode.

Swipe down from the top of the screen to open the notification panel,
and drag the panel downward. Touch Sound or Silent to switch the
tablet to silent mode or turn on the sound.

NOTE:
If you cannot find the option, add it to the quick settings panel (see Use.
Quick Settings).

From the home screen touch @ > Sound > Notification mode and
select Mute to switch to silent mode.

NOTE:

Media and alarms are still allowed in silent mode.

Using Do Not Disturb Mode

You can limit interruptions with Do Not Disturb mode. This mode silences
your tablet so that it doesn’t make sounds or display notifications when you
don't want it to.

Turn on Do Not Disturb Mode

1.

2.

Swipe down from the top of the screen with two fingers to access the
Quick Settings.

Find and touch the word “Do not disturb.”

Set Do Not Disturb Mode

1.

2.

From the home screen touch @ > Sound > Do Not Disturb.
Touch the following options as you need:
» Sound: Turn on or off sound for listed items in Do Not Disturb mode.

» Notifications: Set notification behavior in Do Not Disturb mode.
You can block sound or visuals from notifications, or customize more
restrictions. Note that critical notifications for device activity and
status cannot be blocked.

» Messages, events & reminders: When Do Not Disturb is on,
messages, reminders, and events will be muted, except for the items
you allow.

» Duration: Turn off Do Not Disturb automatically, manually, or set
the duration each time you turn on Do Not Disturb mode.

» Turn on automatically: Use rules to turn on/off Do Not Disturb
automatically. Touch an existing rule to set or use it, or touch Add
rule to create new rules.

Applying New Wallpapers

You can set the wallpaper for the home screen or lock screen.

1.

From the home screen touch @ > Display > Wallpaper, or touch and



hold an empty place on the home screen and touch WALLPAPERS.

2. Swipe left or right on the wallpaper panel along the bottom of the
screen to select a wallpaper, or touch My photos to choose the image
you want to use as the wallpaper.

3. Touch SET WALLPAPER and follow the instructions on the screen.

Changing Screen Brightness

1. From the home screen touch @ > Display > Brightness level.

2. Drag the slider to manually adjust the screen brightness.
NOTE:

With the light sensor, your tablet can automatically adjust the screen
brightness for available light. Touch Adaptive brightness in the Display
settings screen to turn the feature on or off.

Protecting Your Tablet With Screen Locks

You can protect your tablet by creating a screen lock. When it is enabled,
you can swipe up on the lock screen, and then draw a pattern or enter a
numeric PIN or password to unlock the tablet’s screen and keys.
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1. From the home screen touch @ > Security & location > Screen lock.
2. Touch None, Swipe, Pattern, PIN, or Password.
» Touch None to disable screen lock protection.

» Touch Swipe to enable screen lock and allow unlocking with a
‘swipe' gesture. You can unlock the screen by swiping up on the lock
screen.

» Touch Pattern to create a pattern that you must draw to unlock the
screen.

» Touch PIN or Password to set a numeric PIN or a password that you
must enter to unlock the screen.

3. ForPattern, PIN, or Password lock, select whether you need secure
start-up and how you would like notifications and their contents to show
when the tablet is locked. Then touch DONE.

NOTES:

e Screenlock options are listed in the approximate order of the strength
of their security, starting with None and Swipe, which provide no
security. A pattern provides minimal security, although it can be more
convenient than the stronger options.

e Remember the pattern, PIN or password you set. Otherwise, you will
have to upgrade the system software to use the tablet.

Protecting Your Tablet With Screen Pinning

You can use the screen pinning feature to keep an app in view, so others
cannot switch to other apps or access your personal information.



Turn On Screen Pinning

1. From the home screen touch @ > Security & location > Screen
pinning.
2. Touch the On/Off switch.

3. Switch on Lock device when unpinning or, if you have set a screen lock,
switch on Ask for unlock pattern/PIN/password before unpinning. You
will need to draw the pattern or enter the PIN/password to unpin the
screen.

Pin a Screen

1. Ensure that screen pinning is turned on.
2. Open the app you want to keep in view.
3. Touch the Recent apps key.

4. Swipe left and right to find the app card. Then touch the app icon at the
top of the card and select Pin.

Unpin the Screen

1. To unpin the screen and return to normal use, touch and hold both the Back
key and the Recent apps key.

2. If you have enabled Ask for unlock pattern/PIN/password before unpinning
when pinning the screen, swipe up on the lock screen and draw the pattern or
enter the PIN/password.

Managing Notifications

Understand the Notification Icons

The status bar at the top of the screen provides notification icons on the left
side. Below are some of the icons you may see.

Open/Close the Notification Panel

Notifications report the arrival of new messages, calendar events, and
alarms, as well as ongoing events. You can open the notification panel to
view the details of notifications.

e Toopen the notification panel, swipe your finger down from the top of
the screen.

e Toclose the notification panel, swipe your finger up from the bottom of
the screen or touch the Back key.

Respond to or Remove a Notification

In the notification panel, you can respond to a notification or remove the
notifications. The notification panel also supports expandable notifications
that let you perform additional actions right from the notification itself.

e Torespond to a notification, touch it.

 Slide down with one finger to expand certain notifications. You can also
swipe two fingers vertically or pinch-zoom to expand or collapse certain



notifications, or touch v /A to expand or collapse certain notifications
and bundled notifications.

o Toremove a notification, swipe it left or right.

e Toremove all non-persistent notifications, touch CLEAR ALL below all
the notifications.

e To manage notifications you have received, touch and hold a
notification and then choose to turn off this type of notification. You can
also touch @ to make the notification snooze for a while and come up
later.

NOTE:
If you turn off notifications for an app, you may miss its important alerts and

updates. Some notifications (such as those from the system) cannot be
turned off.

Use Quick Settings

The quick settings make it convenient to view or change the most common
settings for your tablet.

Open the notification panel and you can find a few quick settings on the top.

To open the quick settings panel and find all setting tiles, drag the
notification panel downwards, or swipe down from the top of the screen
with two fingers.
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NOTE:
You can swipe left or right on the quick settings panel to find all setting tiles.
To turn on or off settings quickly:

1. Swipe down from the top of the screen with two fingers to open the
quick settings panel.

2. Toturn on or off a setting, touch its tile. Touch and hold certain tiles to
access more setting options. For example, touch and hold the Wi-Fi tile
to open Wi-Fi settings.

To customize the quick settings panel:
You can add, remove or rearrange the tiles on the quick settings panel.
1. Open the quick settings panel.
2. Touch Z below the panel and do one of the following.
» Touch and hold a tile and drag it to the position you want.

» Touch and hold a tile and drag it below "Drag here to remove” to
hide it.

» Inthe Hold and drag to add tiles section, drag a tile up to show it in
the quick settings panel.

Managing Shortcut Icons

Add Shortcut Icons
1. Swipe up on the home screen.
2. Slide to browse the available applications.

3. Touch and hold an application icon and drag it to a home screen panel.



Move Shortcut Icons
1. Touch and hold a shortcut icon on the home screen.
2. Dragitto the place you need.

Remove Shortcut Icons
1. Touch and hold a shortcut icon on the home screen.

2. Dragitto X atthe top.

Organizing With Folders

You can create folders on the home screen and add several shortcut icons to
afolder.

You can move or remove folders the same way as moving or removing
shortcuticons.

1. Onthe home screen, touch and hold the shortcut icon you want to add
into a folder.

2. Dragtheiconto I atthe top of the screen and release your finger. A
new folder will be created and with the icon inside.

3. Toadd more items into the folder, touch and hold each shortcut icon
and drag it over the folder before releasing it.

To remove an item from a folder, touch the folder to open it. Touch and
hold the item and drag it to the home screen.

NOTE:
Touch the folder and then touch the name field to rename the folder.
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Rearranging the Primary Shortcuts

The home screen includes a customizable primary shortcuts area at the
bottom visible from all home screens. You can keep at most 6 primary shortcut
icons or folders. Drag items in or out of the area to rearrange them.

Opening and Switching Apps

Open an App

1.

2.

Swipe up on the home screen.

Slide up or down on the screen and touch an app to openiit.
NOTES:

Touch the search box at the top to search for apps.

Some apps offer shortcuts to certain features. Touch and hold the app
icon to get these shortcuts. You can also drag these shortcuts to the
home screen as shortcut icons.

Switch Between Recently Opened Apps

1.

Touch the Recent apps key. The apps you've used recently are displayed
as a series of cards. Slide left and right to see all the cards.

Touch a card to open that app.
NOTES:

You can swipe a card up to remove it from the screen, which will free up
running memory on the tablet.



e Double-tap the Recent apps key to quickly switch to the most recent
app.

Uninstalling an App

1. Swipe up on the home screen to open the application list.

2. Touch and hold an application icon and drag the icon to W atthe top of
the screen.

3. Touch OK to uninstall the app.
£2 NOTE:

Not all apps can be uninstalled.

Connecting to Networks and Devices
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Connecting to Mobile Networks

Control Mobile Data Use

1. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Mobile
network.

2. Slide the Mobile data switch to enable or disable mobile data use, or the
Roaming switch to enable to disable data service when roaming.

NOTE:

Data roaming may incur significant roaming charges.

Select Preferred Network Type

1. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Mobile
network > Preferred network type.

2. Touch the type of network you prefer to connect to.

Check Access Point Names

You can use the default Access Point Names (APNs) to connect to the
Internet. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Mobile
network > Access point names to check the default APN.

NOTE:

To set the APN to default settings, touch ¢ > Reset to default.

Select Network Operator

1. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Mobile
network.
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2. Touch to turn off Automatically select network > OK.

3. Wait for the tablet to search for available networks and touch a network
in the network list to register manually.

Connecting to Wi-Fi’

Wi-Fi is a wireless networking technology that can provide Internet access
at distances of up to 300 feet (100 meters), depending on the Wi-Fi router
and your surroundings.

Turn Wi-Fi On and Get Connected

1. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Wi-Fi.
2. Slide the Use Wi-Fi switch to the On position to turn on Wi-Fi.

3. Touch a network name to connect to it.

4. Ifthe network is secured, enter the password or other credentials and
touch CONNECT.

NOTE:

Your tablet automatically connects to previously used Wi-Fi networks
when they are in range.

Get Notified of Open Networks

1. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Wi-Fi.
2. Touch Wi-Fi preferences.

3. Slide the Open network notification switch to the On position.

When Wi-Fi is on, you receive notifications in the status bar when your
tablet detects an open Wi-Fi network. Switch off this option to turn off



notifications.

Add a Wi-Fi Network

You can add a Wi-Fi network if the network does not broadcast its name
(SSID), or add a Wi-Fi network when you are out of range.

To connect to a secured network, you first need to get the security details
from the network's administrator.

1. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Wi-Fi.
2. Slide the Use Wi-Fi switch to the On position.
3. Atthe bottom of the available Wi-Fi networks, touch Add network.

4. Enterthe network SSID (name). If necessary, enter security or other
network configuration details.

5. Touch SAVE.

Forget a Wi-Fi Network

You can make your tablet forget the details of a Wi-Fi network that you
added—for example, if you don't want the tablet to connect to it
automatically or if it is a network that you no longer use.

1. From the home screen touch @ > Network & Internet > Wi-Fi.
2. Touch Saved networks.
3. Touch the Wi-Fi network name and then touch FORGET.

Connecting to Bluetooth® Devices

Bluetooth is a short-range wireless communication technology. Phones or

other devices with Bluetooth capabilities can exchange information wirelessly

within a distance of about 30 feet (10 meters). The Bluetooth devices must be
paired before the communication is performed.

Change the Device Name

1.

From the home screen touch @ > Connected devices > Connection
preferences > Bluetooth.

Slide the Bluetooth switch to the On position if Bluetooth is off.
Touch Device name.
Edit the name and touch RENAME.

Pair With Another Bluetooth Device

1.

From the home screen touch @ > Connected devices > Pair new
device.

Your tablet automatically turns Bluetooth on and scans for and displays
the IDs of all available Bluetooth devices in range.

Touch the device you want to pair with.

If necessary, confirm that the Bluetooth passkeys are the same between
the two devices and touch PAIR. Alternately, enter a Bluetooth passkey
and touch PAIR.

Pairing is successfully completed when the other device accepts the
connection or the same passkey is entered.

NOTE:

The Bluetooth passkey may be fixed for certain devices, such as headsets
and hands-free car kits. You can try entering oooo or 1234 (the most
common passkeys), or refer to the documents for that device.



Forget a Bluetooth Device

You can make your tablet forget its pairing connection with another
Bluetooth device. To connect to the device again, you need to search it and
enter or confirm a passkey again.

1. From the home screen touch @ > Connected devices.

2. Ensure that Bluetooth is turned on and touch Previously connected
devices.

3. Inthe list of paired devices, touch & beside the one you want to
forget.

4. Touch FORGET > FORGET DEVICE.

Send Data via Bluetooth

1. Open the appropriate application and select the file or item you want to
share.

2. Select the option for sharing via Bluetooth. The method may vary by
application and data type.

3. Touch a Bluetooth device the tablet has paired with or wait for it to
search for new devices and touch one of them.

Receive Data via Bluetooth
1. Turn Bluetooth on before trying to receive data via Bluetooth.

2. Touch ACCEPT to start receiving the data. If necessary, swipe down on

the status bar, and touch ACCEPT on the Bluetooth sharing notification.

Depending on your storage setting and whether a microSDXC card is
installed, received files are stored automatically in a dedicated folder
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(bluetooth, for instance). You can access them with the Files Manager app.

Connecting to Your Computer via USB

You can connect your tablet to a computer with a USB Type-C cable to
transfer files in both directions, charge the tablet, or install the driver.

1. Connect your tablet to the computer with a USB Type-C cable.
2. Choose one of the following options:
» File transfer: Transfer files between the tablet and the computer.

» PTP: Transfer photos or files if File transfer mode is not supported by
the computer.

» Charge this device: Charge your tablet via USB.

» Install driver: Install the driver needed for some USB connection
mode. You only need to install the driver on the same PC once.

To disconnect the tablet from the computer, simply unplug the USB Type-C
cable when you're finished.

Using the microSDXC Card as Portable or Device
Storage

You can use your microSDXC card as portable storage when there's already
content such as your media and other files so that you don't lose them.

If your microSDXC card is new or doesn't have content you want to keep,
you can also set it up as an extension of the device storage, and this requires
formatting that prevents the microSDXC card from working with other
devices.



CAUTION:

As part of the device storage, the microSDXC card may have data on it that
is necessary for some apps to function normally. Therefore, do not remove
or replace the card randomly.

Set Up the microSDXC Card as Portable Storage

When you install a microSDXC card that has not been used on your tablet
before, the tablet will mount the card as portable storage by default.

To remove the microSDXC card from your tablet:

If you need to remove the microSDXC card used as portable storage while
the tablet is on, you must unmount it first.

1. From the home screen touch @ > Storage.
2. Touch £ nextto the SD card name in the Portable storage section.

3. When the screen shows that the card is safely ejected, you can remove it
from the tablet.

To erase and format the microSDXC card:
1. From the home screen touch &) > Storage.
