Using the Auxiliary Input

To use the speaker’s auxiliary input, insert a 3.5mm auxiliary
cable to the AUX-IN port on the side of the speaker. Move the

of the 3.5mm cable to the headphone jack on your media
playing device.

The speaker will automatically switch to auxiliary mode once
the device is plugged in. Use the controls on the connected
device to control playback and volume adjustment.
