This OWs Open Blue Tooth Headset, when using the
YKY-5headset connected to the device, even when
performing otheractivities (such as fitness), still can
listen to music and answer calls.Before using their
mobile devices, make sure they are compatiblewith
this device.

. Insert the headset into the acupoint of the headset
charging box correctly. If the indicator light does not
blink, connect the charging box to the charger and
charge it for more than 10 minutes.

2. Close the charging box.

3. Open the charging box and take out the headset, the
headset will automatically enter the pairing mode

4. On your mobile device, launch the Bluetooth feature
search for "YKY-5" to connect it to your mobile device.

5. When the YKY-5 headset is connected, the pairing
can be completed.

Double-click Left headphone Previous song

When the left and right ears cannot pair. Please click four
times when not connected to your phone Earphones (both
sides need to be pushed). After four clicks take effect, it will
automatically shut down. The reset is now complete.Put the
earphones into the charging compartment and take them out
to pair them again.

Charging

You need to charge your device for 10 minutes before using it for the
first time or after a long period of absence.

When the battery of the earplug is low, it will issue "Please charge",
which can put the earphone into the charging box. When the earphone
is charging, the red light will be displayed, and the light will be off if
the charge is slow.Please close the charging case when storing or
charging the headphones.

The charging case has a built-in battery, please use a type-c cable to
charge it box, then connect it to a computing or other charger for charging,
charging When charging, the indicator light flashes, and the fully charged
indicator light is always on.
