GNSS works in any weather conditions, anywhere
in the world, 24 hours a day.

There are no subscription fees or setup charges to
use GNSS.

About satellite signals

Your unit must acquire satellite signals to operate.
If you are indoors, near tall buildings or trees orin a
parking garage, the unit cannot

acquire satellite signals.

Acquiring satellite signals

Before the unit can determine your current posi-
tion and navigate a route, you must do the follow-
ing steps:
1. Go outside to an area free from tall obstructions.
2. Turn on the unit.
Acquiring satellite signals can take a few
minutes.
