Measure and decide the applicable installat ion area using the 

dash cam ’s view finder before you start  installing the dash 

cam. Look at  the front  camera’s video locat ion by temporarily 

holding the dash cam on the windshield and make sure you 

like the installat ion spot  of your choice before proceeding. 

Most  people installed their ROVE R2-4K DUAL next  to the 

rear view m irror and opposite side from the driver.

W hy use elect rostat ic film ?

Make sure that the camera’s view is not obstructed by any window tint 
or any other objects.
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Now peel off the “Step 1”  side of the elect rostat ic film  & 

apply the exposed stat ic side to the windshield. Apply 

pressure to the film , use a credit  card to slide and rem ove 

any air  bubbles for the st rong bond with the windshield.

Now, let ’s m ake sure the 3M Mount  is fully secured and 

locked in place.

CAUTION:

After you peel off the top film, do NOT touch the applicable side of 
the electrostatic film with fingers to test it. It is charged with electric 
particles to create static bond.
